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I’ve been offering my commentary here for a little over a year now, and just about everything I’ve said has to do with the same basic principal, but not everyone gets the idea.  I’ll tell you what it is when I come back with “Just a Little Common Sense.”

30 SECOND COMMERCIAL

After my last commentary, concerning Kevin Barrett and the 911 cover up theory, I’ve gotten a lot of flack from people who seem to think American values are not about freedom but about demanding that everyone agree with them.

So everybody can understand, let me say loud and clear: Whether I am talking about the anti-Americanism of smoking bans, or the anti-Americanism of preventing same-sex couples from forming a contractual union, or the anti-Americanism of stifling new ideas, I am always talking about Freedom and Individual Rights.
Take away those two aspects of America and you will no longer have America.  You will have government, not of the people, but a government of who knows what.  A government based on brute force, a government of fear, a government of tyranny.  Some of us see the possibility of that threat already looming on the horizon.
I doubt any of my critics, or Mr. Barrett’s critics, did what I did last week: I met with Kevin Barrett and we spoke for several hours.  He’s a decent, sincere, thoughtful person.  He’s a nice guy.

Mr. Barrett cited 3 primary areas of concern about the 911 disaster and a possible cover up:  1. Immediately following the crash of the first plane into the World Trade Center, the President followed none of the protocols for his safety prescribed in such an event.

2.  Building 7, not struck by a plane, appears to be a perfectly controlled demolition, occurring many hours after the collapse of the towers.  3.  You would expect fighter jets to be in the air immediately after the first tower was struck, but they were kept on the ground.

He also pointed out that 70 PhD’s with full university affiliations are members of the group, scholarsfor911 truth.org.  

I don’t know what to think of Mr. Barrett’s theory.  But I’m not sorry he explained his ideas to me.  Unlike the 52 members of the Assembly and the 9 members of the Senate, all of whom called for Barrett’s firing, I certainly don’t think he should be prevented from teaching in a university.

And I definitely don’t agree with Representative Steve Nass who said in a letter to Governor Doyle that the issue (quote) “is an embarrassment to the institution and the people of Wisconsin.” (end quote)

Representative Nass and the other politicians who favor un-American oppression over Freedom and Individual Rights are the ones who ought to be embarrassed.
